VSA Texas invites all Veterans with Disabilities/Wounded Warriors living in Texas to create original songs based on or inspired by writings from our Veteran writing classes. There is no fee to submit songs and music in all genres are eligible.

Collaboration
In 2016/17 we have hosted several writing workshops for veterans. These writings include poems, short fiction, and personal narratives. In June 2017 we are hosting a veteran showcase that will feature these writers as well as Veteran musician and visual artist responses to the writings. We want your response to be in the musical genre of your choice and in your own interpretation. You will get a chance to choose the writing you will be responding to on a first come, first serve basis. Musicians will be based on the quality of submitted work samples. We expect final songs to be of the same quality.
Entries

Please submit up to three samples of your work in the music style you will be working in for this project. Submissions may be in the form of audio files or a website link. Entries must include the attached entry form. The deadline for entry is March 20, 2017. Those selected will be notified by March 30, 2017 and given a chance to choose the exact writing you want to respond to at that time. Original songs must be finished and delivered as a digital audio file by April 30, 2017. AIFF or WAV files are preferred. MP3’s will be accepted. Delivery instructions of final songs will be provided upon acceptance. 
Final Product and Event
The final songs will be compiled onto a CD and will be promoted with the published writings and with visual art by veterans on display at the Village Café and Art979 Gallery, 210 W 26th Street, Bryan, TX 77803 from June 12-July 17, 2017. A reception and reading of veteran writings and showcase of veteran music will be held on Thursday, June 15, 2017.
Terms

An entry to this showcase constitutes full agreement on the part of the musician to all conditions outlined in this call for songs.

* The Selection Committee will have final authority to define what constitutes an acceptable entry.

* Submitted music may be used by VSA Texas/Art979 Gallery for publicity purposes. 
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* The musician retains all rights to songs.
